It is good to see you bringing methods and techniques from part 1 of this course and knowledge you have developed prior to studying with the oca, for example the ‘grafting’ technique.  I suggest you continue to draw on your knowledge throughout your studies in order to develop your own individual style.  

I suggest while working through the course to regularly consider scale, even if it is not practical use your imagination to explore the impact of your work at a very large or very small scale.
